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Application for Rural Outreach Pioneer Funding
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The Suffolk Fresh Expressions Community

The Lightwave project includes funding of up to one day per week for Outreach Pioneers working in specifically rural contexts to further outreach and evangelism supported by their rural Lightwave Group. Pioneers should already be working in this outreach area, supported by a Lightwave Group, and be able to show how their work is making an impact in their community. They will need to show that they have the support of their Lightwave Group both in prayer and to provide encouragement, practical help and accountability for their work. 

The funding is specifically designed to help pioneers grow rural outreach and evangelism initiatives which they have begun as volunteers.

NOTE: Funding is provided on production of invoices, supported by a short memorandum of understanding (MoU) and is not employment. This means that the Pioneers will be fully self-directed with complete autonomy over their work (when, how and where they do it), using their own equipment, and invoicing for their services, and liable for any tax that may arise. A sample MoU can be provided on request and applicants should satisfy themselves before applying that they are happy to enter into the arrangement on this basis.

If you are interested in applying, then it’s best to first have an informal chat with Sally Gaze, the Archdeacon for Rural Mission. You can contact her at archdeacon.sally@cofesuffolk.org.

Requests for funding will be considered at each Bishops Mission Order (Lightwave Community) Council – they meet once every couple of months.  As part of the process there may well be an informal interview with one or more members of the board or someone else they choose.

It’s best if you as the potential Rural Outreach Pioneer complete the form yourself – with help from your group of course. So, on this form, when we say “you”, we mean the Rural Outreach Pioneer applying for funding
